Day and Night

These are caused by the Earth rotating. A day is 24 hours long. 

Seasons

Seasons are caused by the tilt of the Earth. In summer the northern half of the Earth is tilted towards the Sun. The days are longer than the nights, and the Sun’s rays are concentrated on a smaller area, making it warmer.

Stars and Planets

A star gives out light. A planet reflects light. 

Solar Eclipse
This is when the Moon gets between the Earth and the Sun. We cannot see the Sun. 

Lunar Eclipse
This is when the Earth’s shadow falls on the Moon and we cannot see the Moon because it is not reflecting any light.
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Getting Bigger

Our planet Earth is part of our Solar System – a collection of planets and asteroids spinning around the Sun.

The Solar System is part of a galaxy called the Milky Way. 

A galaxy is a cluster of stars. There are billions of galaxies in the Universe.
