Lesson 3.12 Beginnings and Ends

The further away a galaxy is from us, the faster it is moving away from us.

We measure the motion of galaxies by examining the light from them. Their light is all more shifted towards red colours (redshift). The more their light tends towards red, the faster they are moving away from us. 

This means that space is expanding. 

Currently we believe the universe started with a Big Bang.

If the Universe is big enough it will finish by reversing into a big crunch.
